Safety & Security 

The Lady Irwin College is dedicated to providing a secure and comfortable environment for both 

its employees and students, and it is particularly attentive to issues like gender sensitivity and 

harassment. The institution ensures safety and security by taking a number of steps as follows: 

Internal Complaints Committee (ICC), established under the "Sexual harassment of women at 

work (prevention, prohibition, and redressal) act, 2013 addresses concerns from students, faculty 

and non-teaching staff. The College has a zero-tolerance policy for such violations. 

 



 

According to U.G.C. regulations, the College's Anti-Ragging Committee was established to 

make sure that no student would be subjected to ragging at the girls' hostel or on campus. 

Students must sign and submit an affidavit to the college during the admissions process stating 

that they will not engage in ragging activities. Delhi University standards are scrupulously 

upheld and anti-ragging banners with women's support line numbers prominently printed are 

seen around campus.
